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The calibrator  ETG CALG100  has been designed to provide a high level of calibration for the use of analyzers HC and BTX (ppb level). The use of the calibrator is very simple, thanks to the high automation of its components. In addition, the instrument is equipped with two USB ports which can be controlled directly from a PC connected to it the solenoid calibration (zero and span) and the direct flow to the oven, that needs to set the value of the  gas dilution (controlled by a MFC). On the front panel you can set a temperature value that will remain stable over time. The calibrator is mounted in a drawer rack size 3U. The calibrator includes a computerized management software for its. 





The calibrator is equipped with two solenoid calibration: zero and span. using software supplied with, the user can, depending on the setting you must set (to use the software refer to the section of the manual) to activate one or the other solenoid. If, for example, we are conducting a span calibration, after setting the desired value, the system (by a formula) will instruct the MFC flow to be applied.





Once inserted into the permeation tube oven, and set its operating temperature, the system, for example, if you are calibrating the span, will set a value stream that will serve to dilute the gas calculated from the concentration desired that the user has entered in the software. In the meantime, checks will be performed by a system that maintains the temperature and pressure. all other components (such as relays, switches, transformers, etc ...) are only the automation of the instrument.
